The very lost Service of Worship will be

held oi Arken'dole Chapel on Sundoy

evening,25rh Moy, ?014 ot 6.3Op.m The
decision to close the Chapel wos token by

the Church Council with greoi sodness

and regret but folling numbers in the
Congregolion over the lost yeors hos

brought us to this time.
The Chapel wos off iciolly opened on 18th

October, 1883, o momentous occosion,

with o choir, Arkengorthdole Bross Bond

ond o oreocher from Hull. Williom Mortin
whose fomily formed ot Seolhouses come

home from Melsonby where he formed to
speok in the new Chapel. He wos o

leoding Methodist ond by then the
leoding loymon in the Dorlington District.
Not surprisingly for Arkengorthdole, it
wos bod weather but the Chaoel wos full
ond teo wos provided in the old Chopel

(the Institute) for 300 people.

The decision of the Society to build o

new Chopel come ofter the revival of
1868/9. At thot time the Chopel on High

Green, Longthwoite wos whot is now Lion

House ond whot for mony yeors wos

known os the fnstituie. There wos olso o

Chopel ot Whow, a Meeting Room ot Seol

Houses ond ot Booze and for o short
time, o Primitive Methodist Chopel in
Longthwoite. Money wos roised ond o

piece of lond to build the new chopel wos

bought in 1875 for €30 from Williom
Longstoff. More money wos roised to
engage o firm of Architects from Holifox
ond o locol builder, Joseph Smith, who

lived in Longthwoite, wos given the
controct in 1872 to build the Chooel ot o
cost of €1.631.

Hord times followed closely ofter lhe
Chopel opened. Mony fomilies left the
Dole during ihe following yeors for work
due to ihe decline of leod mining but the
life of the Chopel prospered with three
Services on Sundoy, Sundoy School.

House Meetings, Bible Closses,

Lovefeosts ond the sewing groups who

mode items to be sold oi the Whitsuntide
Foir to raise money for the upkeep of the
Chopel. fn loter years lhere were pie

suppers ond box sociols.
There were concerts ond the Christmos
Doy Corols in Longthwoite with the
Sundoy School bonner ond the Bross

Bond followed os olwoys by ieo. In 1915

the Arkendole Wesleyan String
Orchestra gave o concert on Christmos

Doy. fn April,1931,6ipsy Smith come to
preoch, a greot event which coused

troffic joms! The Chopel overflowed ond

microphones were set up in the
schoolroom.

It moy be hord for us todoy to imogine

how importont the Chapel wos to the
Members ond their fomilies, to imogine

how much people would look forword to
evenls held there ond spirituolly, how

their Worship sustoined them in their
hord working lives.

Throughout the yeors the Chopel hos

meont o greot deal to mony people, those
known to us ond those who hove gone

before. Mony who have come into
the building in the lost yeors, never

hoving been lhere before, hove

commented on o wormth, of o feeling of
peoce ond of welcome.

We end the life of the Chapel with the
Spring Bonk Holidoy Service which
reploced the Whitsuniide Service some

people coming bock just to be lhere. As
with ihe opening Service there will be o

choir, o Preacher (from Leyburn not
Hull) ond os the Chopel wos olwoys known

for hospitolity, refreshments to follow
after the Singing on the Steps, the
trodition which followed every
Whissundy Service.
We sincerely hope thot olthough there
will be sodness. we will moke this o

joyful occosion to end lhe lif e os o ploce
of Worship of o very much loved

building. Pleosejoin us ond moke Sundoy
25'n Moy 2OL4 o dote to remember.

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TV SCREENS SET UP FOR TOUR

DE FRANCE COVERAGE
Tour de France visitors to the Yorkshire Dales

on July 5 and 6 will be able to watch the Grand

D6part on large TV screens set up outside the

Grassington, Hawes and Aysgarth Falls

National Park Centres. The live coverage has

been organised by the Yorkshire Dales

National Park Authority (YDNPA) at spectator

hubs situated on or very close to the route of

the race. As well as seeing the world's elite

cyclists and the Tour de France caravan go

past, spectators will be able to keep in touch

with the whole of the stage on screen as it
wends its way through the stunning scenery of
the Dales. National Park Authority Chairman

Peter Charlesworth said: "As well as watching

the race go by, a lot of people will want to see

how the rest of the stage unfolds. For that

reason we have organised for the screens to be

set up at our dedicated National Park Authority

Tour de France hubs to provide coverage for

the entire day." So far, the Authority has given

out more than f12,000 in grants to parish

councils to go towards the cost of Tour-de-

France-related events. "This year is the 60th

anniversary of the creation of the Yorkshire

Dales National Park and the Tour de France is

the icing on the birthday cake," Peter said. "We

are expecting around 400,000 people in the

National Park for the event and we are working

with landowners, farmers and businesses who

will be opening temporary campsites and car

parks to accommodate them. "ln addition, we

normally do not allow overnight stays in our car
parks but we will be relaxing the rule in the

week leading up to the Grand Depart so that
people in campervans will have somewhere to

park up." The Grand D6part Stage 1 will leave

Leeds on July 5 for a breath{aking ride through

the National Park to Hanogate. The route will

go along Wharfedale, Bishopdale, Wensley-

dale and Swaledale, with climbs over
