HOUSING NEED5 UNDER REVIEW
A review of the woy offordoble housing is
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supplied in the Vorkshire Doles Notionol
Pork wifl 6e corried out in the next few
months. Members of the Yorkshire Doles

Notionol Pork Authority agreed todoy
(Tues) to work with housing outhorities to
look ot procticol woys of improving the
supply of homes being built for locol
people. And they also agreed to moke the
service thot deols with plonning
opplicotions o higher priority. The
Authority's Housing Development Plon

(HDP) wos odopted in2012 ond oims to 9et
more qffordoble housing built to stem the
tide of fomilies moving owoy from the
communities where Ihey were born. ft olso

oims to retoin new houses in locql
occuponcy to prevent them being snopped
up os second homes or retirement
properties. Authority choirmon Peter
Chorlesworth soid: "We ond our district
council portners set o torget of delivering
an overoge of ot leost 30 offordoble
houses a year in the Notionol Pork. The

number of plonning opplicotions opproved
hos risen in the lost two yeors but the
octuol number of homes being built is still
struggling to reqch thot level. "There ore o

number of economic reosons for
this. Most are out of our control but we

still need to see if there's onything more
we, os o Notionol Pork Authority, con do to
help improve delivery. "The review will
look ogoin ot some of the procticol ospects
of providing offordoble houses for locol
occuponcy - rother thon os sacond homes

or holidoy homes. In porticulor, it will look
ot whether some qdditionol flexibility is

needed to moke it vioble to develop some

Tnust (YDMT) hos emborked on o new

initiative to build up o picture of bumblebee
populotions within hoy meodows in the Doles.

As port of YDMTs Buzz in fhe l4eadows,
project officer Tonyo 5t. Pierre troined a
smoll teom of volunteers in the science of
bumblebee identif icotion. During June ond

July these volunteers conducted weekly or
fortnightly bumblebee surveys in some of the
f ew nemoining troditionol wildf lower hoy

meodows in the Doles ot Askrigg Bottoms,
Grossington, Lower Winskill, Muker ond Colt
Pork qt the foot of Ingleborough. It is the
first time this type of survey work hos been
carried out in the Yorkshire Doles. Their
findings will now be added to the notionol
records mointoined by the Bumblebee
Conservotion Trust ond disseminoted widely
within the forming community ond to
conservotion professionols, with o view to
influencing policy ond monoging hoy meodows
os o hobitot for bumblebees into the future.
The feeding hobits of 614 bumblebees,
comprising ten different individuol species,
were recorded during the survey periodl.The
bumblebees were recorded visiting 2l
diff erent wildf lower species ocross the five
survey sites. The bright pink/purple blooms

of Red Clover were found to be the most
populon by for, ond regulor visits to Yellow
Rottle, Meodow Butfercup, Whife Clover,

Eyebright ond Selfheol were also recorded
by the volunteers os the bumblebees foroged
during the summer months. Mony other less-
common f lower notive sDecies qlso oroved to
be voluqble sources of necton ond pollen for
the bumblebees, including Wood Crone's-bill,
Bistort, Devil's-bit Scobious ond Meloncholy
Thistle, confirming thot the unigue botonicol
diversity of wildflower hay meodows areve?y

In
recent decades two species of Britoin's
bumblebees have become exlinct, whilst the
remoining ?4 species hove shown o dromotic
decline, some by os much os 80%. These
wonrying stotistics are largely due to hobitot
loss: since the 1930s, 97% of the UK's

wildffower hoy meodows - qn qreo the size of
Woles - have been lost. Only 1,000ho of
uplond hoy meodow now survive in the UK, of
