This is the season of Harvest, when we 

think particularly of our blessings and 

hopefully of how we can help those more 

needy than ourselves. I have been to a 

few Harvest Festival Services this year 

(about six), all of them different and all 

of them very enjoyable. But what has 

struck me more than anything is the 

fact that everyone celebrated what we  

had to be thankful for but also did show 

great concern for others not so well off 

as ourselves. Fairtrade and Tearcraft 

(organisations that exist to provide 

fairness in trade for those in under 

developed countries, so that their 

farmers are not exploited) have been 

mentioned many times. But now we are 

starting to think quite rightly about Fair 

Trade here at home as well. Our own 

farmers are being exploited by big 

companies, and there is real danger that 

many of them could go out of business. 

Do we do enough to support? Do we 

make a concentrated effort to buy 

British goods and so support our own 

producers? With foot and mouth and 

blue tongue affecting our own farming 

community we need more than ever to 

see how we can see Fair Trade here at 

home. I was struck with one of the 

Harvest Addresses I heard, and thanks 

go to Caroline Hewlett for allowing us to 

print it. Please read it (pages 22 to 24) 

and see what you think. Comments 

welcome.

That is what some of you may have been 

wondering. It was foot -and-mouth disease 

which initially caused the Centre to close 

temporarily. For the past two years it has 

been òmoth-balledó, but there are now 

plans to re -open it. The Keld Centre is part 

of the premises belonging to Keld United 

Reformed Church and consists of the 

former Manse, School and Institute. The 

Northern Synod of the U.R.C. recently 

agreed to plans for an up -graded, down-

sized, multi -use Centre. 

 Redevelopment will be done in stages. The 

first building to re -open, hopefully by next 

Easter, will be the Manse. At busy times 

of the year it is planned to house a 

student minister or a retired minister 

there to be a visible Christian presence to 

the many people who visit Keld. The Manse 

will also be available at certain times to 

ministers who are in special need of time 

and space away from their duties. For the 

rest of the year the Manse will be let as a 

holiday cottage with the intention that the 

income from this will help towards 

financing the other two buildings.  

The School and the Institute will, at a 

later stage, be redeveloped as separate 

units to be used by a variety of smaller 

groups from the community and further 

afield, but with the possibility of both 

buildings being used together by larger 

groups. The aim is to be as flexible as 

possible and as wide-embracing as possible.
