R ecent Acquisition: Lead 'Billy & Charley’

This little lead 'cap badge', a little bigger tharf£2 coin, has been recently donated by one of the
Friends of the Museum living in London & has bedspthyed in our growing exhibition of things
made of lead. It is called a 'Billy & Charley'illg (William Smith) and Charley (Charles Eaton)edls

to search the banks of the River Thames in Londaelthe old coins and antiquities they found to
collectors. In 1857 they decided they could makeenmoney by making their own antiquities. They
cast objects from lead (or lead alloys such as @@wtitting dies into plaster of Paris moulds witils

and knives, & bathing the finished items in acigitoulate aging. Despite a court case they coetinu
to produce these forgeries until Eaton's deatt8i#01

This is one example of their work. Billy and Clagriwere illiterate with almost no knowledge of bigt so the things
they made were full of mistakes. Billy & Charleyrderies continued to circulate despite a couré dasught against
them by the London Archaeological Society. One wmigtaken for a Vampire Talisman and featured pnemily in a
work on the paranormaP( Underwood The Vampires Bedside Companion )197Bxamples can be seen in several
London museums, and there is a particularly intergglisplay in the Cuming Museum in London.

These 35 silver pins, thimble, scissors, & sectibbrass were concealed in the window and do
frames of a house in Healaugh.

According to'The Deliberately Concealed Garments Projeet up at The Textile Conservation
Centre in 1998, they may have been concealed sstecpve device to ward off evil or used as
counter-magic to deflect a curse or other negatineeimstance, such as illness or economic blight
considered to be the consequence of malevoleritsspirwitches. They may also have been viewetlaky things’,
perhaps heirlooms from an ancestor or from angibeson considered to be spiritually powerful & lseytwere

perceived as lucky for the household. Or did rddconstructing or altering the building or thei$eholders themselves
just want to leave their ‘mark’?

Debate still continues about concealed objectdalkdnagic. There is very little extant documegtaraterial that
describes concealment practices most likely becaunsay have been believed that speaking aboutdheealment may
have reduced its effect. Does anyone know of @ingrasimilar cases locally? We would love to Heam you!

J ohn Wesley’s chair comes home

The Spensley family from Blades, just above Low Rasve some of the earliest local
supporters of John Wesley. With other local mirfeagilies they formed a Methodist
Society there & created a meeting place in the 4750 1761 Wesley made the first of
his five visits, always staying with the family bfilliam Spensley who, according to H.
Speight'sRomantic Richmondshirbdad “...fitted up a cottage here adjoining his leous
for divine worship.”

The Museum is delighted to have received a tangédstender of those visits in the form
of a chair said to have been commissioned by tleaSgy family especially for Wesley’s £
use.

The ash chair dates to the mid"i&ntury & is of a type known asgantleman’s reading
chair, with arms to support the elbows. The panelled weald originally have had a
thin horsehair cushion known as a ‘swab’ possiblyeced in leather & would have been §&
slightly higher. Many years of standing on a stfiagged floor, which would have been
regularly washed but not completely dried, havelgadly rotted away the feet & about
two inches have been cut off the legs.

We're very grateful for this suggestion to Jonathan
Kirton from Canada who writes: “ It is a percussion
gun or rifle or pistol nipple wrench; the tee handl
permits the removal & replacement of a damaged
nipple from the weapon. Judging from the apparent
size, it was most likely intended for use with a
muzzle-loading rifle or shotgun.

The screw threaded covers, one of which is shovemexp in your
photo, has a small spike to permit the removabdfifig from the
inside of the tubular nipples.

The closed cover probably conceals a "turnscremddern
terminology: "screwdriver") blade, to permit paktissmantling of
a weapon.”
